LAND ROVER DISCOVERY - ELECTRONIC PARKING BRAKE

WOULD NOT RELEASE

The Vehicle & Operator Services Agency (VOSA) and the manufacturer have now completed the investigation into the above. I am therefore able to inform you of the outcome.

Our letter of 15 February 2010 explained the purpose of the investigation, which has been conducted under the terms of the Code of Practice on Vehicle Safety Defects (the Code) that has the support of the General Product Safety Regulations (as amended), was to establish whether or not the defect was attributable to a design or construction deficiency, which was liable to cause a significant risk of personal injury or death.

The investigation with from the manufacturer leads us to believe, at this time, that there is insufficient evidence to warrant a Safety Recall action under the terms of the Code.

Our reasoning for taking this stance was explained to you during our conversation earlier today. As I stated, the cause of the concern has been identified as being incorrect maintenance of the Electronic Parking Brake, which is the adjustment procedure is not followed.

In respect of the reset procedure, recycling of the ignition switch three times, Land Rover has stated that there is no reset procedure using the ignition switch. Additionally, the concern will not occur every time, as the operating conditions, journey distance, temperature within the wheel units and parking attitude will have an effect on when it occurs.

Thank you for taking the time to bring this matter to our attention.
